The Mutual Ministry Committee feels the congrega-
tion would benefit by reading the following article
from Model Constitution for Congregations of the
E.L.C.A. 2005:

A GUIDE TO MUTUAL MINISTRY

Definition- Mutual ministry is a mission-oriented
enterprise that is characterized by a broad vision of
ministry and a healthy practice of mutuality.

Mission-oriented- The committees focus is not solv-
ing the personal psychological, or spiritual problems
of the pastor. Nor is it a "complaint department” for
the members of the congregation.

Broad vision of ministry- Ministry is the act of serv-
ice to others in the name of Jesus Christ, the calling
of all the baptized and our life's pastors are trained
and ordained, they have a unique responsibility for
the right proclamation of the gospel, however they
share that responsibility with every Christian.

Healthy practice of mutuality- By using the gifts of
the Spirit, we are all called to empower and equip one
another's ministries for the sake of the mission, there-
fore the mutuality is not between the pastor. True
mission of the congregation. It is the shared work
toward a common goal - the building up of the body
of Christ.

Small group approach to develop mutuality- It is
important that a healthy relationship be formed
among the members of the committee, so that they
can work more honestly and rigorously with one
another. Healthy relationships encourage and enable
confidently within this small group with its unique
purpose- focusing on the mission of the congregation.

Ministry tasks of scanning and response- Through
observation, bible study, and information gathering,
the committee evaluates the life of the congregation
and its mission. In response, they may share their
observations with the council and offer suggestions
or may be kept internally, within the committee.

IMAGES AND WORDS OF THE SEASON - AUTUMN

Autumn calls us back to our central places of wor-
ship from which we have wandered during the
green season of summer. The clarion sounds and
we are called back to our central communities and
relationships. We are called to the holy ground of
home. It is time to harvest the rich growth of sum-
mer.

Autumn is a gathering of crops, of children, of
community. It is a time of organizing, ingathering,
and looking toward the end of the church year. The
color is still high, but it has deepened and grown
richer. It is the season of ripening-both of the fruits
in nature and of the spiritual fruit that is in us.
Through the lessons of the summer we have been
enriched and nourished. Now it is time to go deep-
er into ourselves and to grow more deeply into our
relationship with God. It is time to sink deep into
holiness.

The psalms now focus on praising God for the
wonderful things that God has done. The growing
season is done. The greenness of summer is being
brought to maturity in the colors of autumn. We can
honestly lift our voices in praise, because we have
seen and known the goodness of God in the grow-
ing season. Now we are not only learning about the
presence of God, but we are actually walking in the
presence of God. As we walk we see with new eyes
the variety and diversity of the good things God has
created. "The Lord has done great things for us,"-
and all of creation, we might add-"and we are glad
indeed" (Ps. 126:4 1bw). This kind of praise arises
from our experience of God in the natural world
and in community. This unself-conscious, exuber-
ant expression of faith is what evangelism is all
about: expressing the good news of the goodness of
God. As the hymn says, "How can I keep from
singing?"

Autumn invites us to move to a deeper level in our
spiritual life, individually and corporately. Autumn

encourages contemplation. In
our worship we are encour- —>

aged to set aside time for A
being still, for listening to

God. The psalmist writes, "So

teach us to number our days,

that we may apply our hearts to wisdom" (Ps. 90:12
Ibw). Autumn invites us to really sink into sabbath
time and to be steeped in the wisdom of God. Times
for silent prayer, Taizé-style chanted singing, and
opportunities to share the peace and blessing with
one another lend themselves well to the worship of
autumn.

Finally, autumn is a time for holy conversations
with those we love. Perhaps we have wandered far
and wide in the months of summer, observing,
experiencing, and learning many lessons. Now as
we gather in community we begin to share what we
have heard, seen, and done. We listen and learn
from others' experiences. We teach from our own
experiences. We sit and eat together at the table of
blessing and thanksgiving once more. Perhaps we
eat of bread and wine that has been prepared and
supplied by members of the community who wish
to share their abundance from the growing season
of summer. We linger at table to listen and glean the
wisdom from summer's lessons. The meal of the
holy table is one that we share in the present now, a
"dine-in" kind of experience. But the meal is also a
"take-away" meal. We take away the nourishment,
forgiveness, blessing, and courage to face the days
and weeks ahead. This "take-away" element of the
eucharist helps us to settle in and to get ready to
close out this church year. The summer is behind
us, but God is with us and all around us. What was
sown by the Spirit in the gracious abundance of
summer we will certainly reap now, in autumn,
with songs of joy.
